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LS.z"ster Lucille, afier 19 years teaching primary students in Minnesota and

North Dakota, began approximately as many years in administration in the
elementary schools. All these experiences took her to Washington State as well
as Minnesota. Next she became the administrator of the Learning Center
at Good Counsel. Eleven years later, Sister Lucille enjoyed a sabbatical ar
Weston School of Theology and other locations. This was followed by three
years in the foster grandparent program in the Mankato Area Catholic
Schools.

A treasure
for me now is teaching English in the Good Counsel Learning Center
to our many immigrant students from East African countries.
